Use of Subcontracts:  

The Provider shall not subcontract or delegate any of the services required under this contract without obtaining prior written consent form the Contracting Authority.  Under this contract, the Contracting Authority incurs no liability to third persons by making contract payments to the Provider.

Termination of Contract:

The Provider agrees to provide the services and comply with the requirement of this contract.  Any material breach of this agreement on the part of the Contracting Authority or Provider shall result in the non-breaching party notifying the breaching party in writing of the nature of the breach.  This notification shall be responded to within five (5) working days showing no breach exists or indicate the steps being taken to correct the specified deficiencies, and the proposed completion date for 
bringing the contract into compliance.  The Contracting Authority may terminate this contract if at any time if:

a) The corrective action has not occurred by the date specified or after a reasonable amount of time, whichever is shorter.

b) The Provider engages in misappropriation of funds.

c) The duties, obligations, or services herein become illegal or not feasible.

Before the Contracting Authority terminates this contract, the Contracting Authority shall provide the Provider written notice of termination, which shall state the reasons for termination and the effective date of termination.  

Performance Requirements:
The Missouri State Public Defender Guidelines for Representation, effective November 1, 1992, are hereby incorporated into this agreement and substantial compliance and adherence to those guidelines are t be performed by the Provider.

Nondiscrimination In Employment:
